MAKING A BIBLIOGRAPHY OR LIST OF WORKS CITED
What is a Bibliography?

A Bibliography is a list of ALL of the sources that you looked at for your research project.  
What is a List of Works Cited?

A List of Works Cited is a list of ONLY the books that you actually used and cited within your paper.

How do I create a Bibliography or List of Works Cited??
Both of these documents follow the same rules!  You create them by copying down the information on your sources and putting them into the following format:

· All sources must be in alphabetical order
· All sources must be double-spaced with correct indentation
· There must be a title at the top of your page – either “Bibliography” or “List of Works Cited”

PARENTHETICAL NOTATION

What is parenthetical notation?  

Besides writing a bibliography at the end of every paper or presentation, you must also give credit for your information within the body of your writing, too.  You do this by using parenthetical notation.  At the end of any sentence that includes information that you have gathered, you must include a reference to the source and page number that you found the facts!
What does parenthetical notation look like?
You always write down the FIRST thing that is listed in the bibliography, followed by the page number you looked at.  No comma needed to separate.  

What are examples of correct format?

· Sources with Author and Page: Write the last name of the author and then the page you refered to in his or her book. For example: (Baker 223)

· Sources without Author: If no author is given, use the name of the book or article in place of the author. For example: (Science Today 45)

· Internet Sources: When citing an Internet source, give only the name of the author, and if that is not provided, give the name of the Internet site. You do not have to put page numbers. For Example: (Smith) or (The Website of Many Uses).
Where do you need to put parenthetical notation?

· RULE:  At the end of any sentence that includes information that you gained from a book or other source!  This does NOT just include quotes!  If you are not sure whether or not to include parenthetical notation, include it. Better to be safe than sorry!

· EXCEPTION: If all of your information in a certain paragraph is from the same source and page number, you can include the parenthetical notation at the end of the paragraph!

· EXCEPTION: If you mention the author’s name within the body of the paragraph, you only need to write down the page number within the reference.
Make sure you always double-space and indent!





Make sure you always have the word “Bibliography” at the center of your paper.





Notice that all sources are in alphabetical order!
