MLA STYLE CITATIONS
	All bibliographies follow a standard format:

· All entries are in alphabetical order by the first word in the entry

· The first line of each entry is at the left margin, the rest are indented
· All entries have a particular format based on the type of source 

· Entries are not numbered, listed with bullet points or headings




1. Article from an online encyclopedia:

Format:
“Title of Article.” Title of Encyclopedia.  Publisher, Date of e-publication. Web. Date your accessed it.  <URL address>.

Example: 
"Ho Chi Minh." Encyclopaedia Britannica Online School Edition. Encyclopaedia 
 Britannica. 2010. Web. 24 Jan. 2010. <http://school.eb.com/eb/article-9040629>.
2. Book with one author or editor:

Format:

Author’s last name, First name.  Title of Book. City where published: Publisher, date published.

Examples:

Bell, Stewart. The Martyr's Oath: The Apprenticeship of a Homegrown Terrorist.  Detroit, MI: Wiley, 2005.

Biale, David, ed. Cultures of the Jews: A New History. New York: Harper Collins, 2002.

3. Book with two authors or editors:

Format: 

Author’s last name, First name, and Second author’s First and Last Name.  Title of Book. City where published: Publisher, date published.

Example:

Bohlman, Herbert M., and Mary Jane Dundas. The Legal, Ethical and International Environment of Business. 5th ed. Cincinnati, OH: West, 2002.

4. Article in an encyclopedia with no author stated:

Format: 

“Title of Article.” Name of Encyclopedia.  Year of edition.

Example:

"Tajikistan." World Book Encyclopedia of People and Places. 2000 ed.

5. Article in an encyclopedia with an author:

Format: 

Author’s last name, first name. “Title of Article.” Name of Encyclopedia.  Editor’s first name, last name. City where published: Publisher, date published.

Example: 

Kibby, Michael W. "The Vikings." Encyclopedia of Medieval Art.  Ed. Rene McAllister.  NY:  Prometheus, 2000.

6. Article from an online database (e.g. SIRS), magazine, periodical, newspaper:
Format:

Author’s last name, First name. “Title of article.” Source of Article. Date published. Name of database. Web. Date you accessed it. <URL>.

Example:

Bezlova, Antoaneta. "China to Formalize One-Child Policy." Asia Times Online. 24 May 2001. SIRS Researcher. 10 Oct. 2005 <http://www.atimes.com/china/CE24Ad02.html>.

7. Web site:

Format: 
Author’s last name, first name. “Title.” Date published. Publisher. Date Accessed. <URL>.

Examples:

O'Connor, J.J., and E.F. Robertson. "John Wilkins." Feb. 2002. U of St. Andrews, Scotland. 10 Oct. 2005. <http://www-history.mcs.st-andrews.ac.uk>.

Sullivan, Danny. "Search Engine Math." 26 Oct. 2001. Search Engine Watch. 10 Apr. 2006. <http://www.searchenginewatch.com/facts/math.html>.

8.  Chart, clipart, map, painting, photo, sculpture:

Format:

“Title.” Type of image. Publication. Date you accessed it. <URL>.

Example:

"Islamic State of Afghanistan: Political Map." Map. Atlapedia Online. 1993-2003. 7 June 2003 <http://www.atlapedia.com/online/maps/political/Afghan_etc.htm>. 
MAKING A BIBLIOGRAPHY
What is a Bibliography?

A bibliography is a list of all of the sources that you looked at for your research project.  By creating a bibliography, you protect yourself against claims of plagiarism.
How do I create a Bibliography?
You create a Bibliography by copying down the title, author, place of publication, publishing company, and publishing date from all the sources that you have looked at.  After you have this basic information, you put all of your sources into alphabetical order and double-space them.

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Make sure you always have the word “Bibliography” at the center of your paper.





Make sure you always double-space and indent the 2nd line.





Notice that all sources are in alphabetical order!
